Saturday, June 14:Arrive in Montreal and transfer to 
Quebec City where you will  check in to the charming 4 star 
Chateau Laurier Hotel, located at the gateway to Old Quebec 
and within walking distance to the Congress.  

Quebec City Tour: Take a half-day Quebec City 
sightseeing tour including the Citadelle, Plains of Abraham, 
Chateau Frontenac and the Notre Dame des Victoires Church 
where the Virgin has been watching over Place Royale for 
more than 300 years. Stroll along the narrow cobblestone 
streets of the Old City. 

St. Anne de Beaupré: Take a half-day tour of the Shrine of 
St. Anne de Beaupré, the oldest pilgrimage site in Canada. 
The road to Sainte Anne de Beaupré leads along the Beaupré
coast, a quiet rural region dotted with lovely old homes. It 
also offers tantalizing vistas of the pastoral Ile d’Orleans. 
Over 1.5 million visitors and pilgrims come each year to 
express their devotion to the mother of the Virgin Mary, to 
whom this site has been consecrated since the mid 17th

century. Enjoy a guided tour of the shrine and a visit to the 
museum.

Ile d’Orleans: Enjoy an evening tour to Ile d’Orleans for 
dinner in a traditional "Sugar Shack” (drinks not included). 
“Sugar Shack” is a type of restaurant unique to this area, 
featuring items made from the maple trees. Hearty 
homemade meals composed of traditional Quebec cooking is 
waiting for you. (D)

airport with time to visit St. Joseph’s Oratory before your 
return flight back to the USA.

CHECKED LUGGAGE: Checked baggage is limited to onebag 
per person. There can be no exceptions.  For most airlines, the one 
checked bag is limited to 50 pounds and 62 inches(length + 
width + height). If these specifications are exceeded, excess 
charges may be collected by the airline at the airport. Do not lock 
baggage you intend to check in at the airport.  Please confirm 
these specifications shortly before travelling, as they can and do 
change.

CARRY ON LUGGAGE: You may also bring a small carry-on 
bag that will fit under an airline seat and on the small parcel racks 
of the motor coach, which average about 8 inches high by 18 
inches deep.  It is best if your carry-on bag is soft sided, as the 
parcel racks on the motor coaches are small. Currently, travellers
are allowed to transport only small amounts of liquids, gels, 
lotions, aerosols or similar items on their person or in their carry-
on luggage. This includes items such as hairspray, toothpaste and 
shampoo. Bottles are to be travel sizes of 3 ounces or less.  These

bottles must be carried in a one-quart zip-lock bag. Please 
confirm these specifications shortly before travelling, as 
they can and do change.

GRATUTITIES: Unless otherwise noted as included, 
gratuities for your escort, driver and guides are not 
included. In Canada it is customary to tip the escort and 
the driver two (2) dollars each per person per day.  The tip 
for the local guides is usually about one (1) dollar for half-
day tours and two (2) dollars for full day tours.

PASSPORT: A valid U.S. Passport is required of all 
passengers.  Make sure to have it in your possession at all 
times while on tour.  It must be valid for 6 months 
following the return date of the trip or boarding may 
be denied or entry into the destination may be 
forbidden.  It is also suggested that you make a copy of 
the information page of your passport to keep in your 
carry-on luggage the entire tour and leave a copy at home 
with a relative or friend.  Your Passport must be signed. 
Please provide Corporate Travel Service with a copy of 
the inside page of your passport (showing your name and 
photo) at the time of reservation or as soon as possible 
thereafter. A color copy preferred. 

GROUP AIR: Due to the airlines’ reduced capacity and 
restrictive group reservation terms, group air reservations 
are often difficult to coordinate. The number of 
connections, length of layovers, and all conditions 
surrounding air travel cannot be guaranteed and may 
change before departure. Accordingly, if you require 
specific air travel needs and are not flexible concerning 
group air travel, you may wish to consider purchasing a 
land-only package and secure your own preferred air 
arrangements. In this case, you must notify Corporate 
Travel Service no less than 120 days before departure, be 
responsible for meeting the group at a specified location 
and time on the tour, and sign a Corporate Travel Service 
Land Only Waiver.

TRAVEL DOCUMENTS: Unless otherwise notified, 
Corporate Travel Service will mail to you or your group 
leader a more detailed itinerary approximately 2 weeks or 
10 days before departure.

HEALTH REQUIREMENTS: Travellers must be 
medically and physically fit for this tour. Most tours 
require significant walking, as motor coaches are not 
permitted to pick up and drop off in front of major 
attractions. Should any special assistance be required, 
traveller agrees to bring a companion capable and willing 
to assist traveller.
