Holy Family Centennial Jubilee Pilgrimage               November 5 - 13, 2008 *Itinerary is tentative and subject to final confirmations

Day 1: Wednesday, November 5, 2008 Depart Detroit for Palermo
Depart Detroit on Alitalia for overnight flight to Rome. Transfer for flight to Palermo.
Day 2: Thursday, November 6, 2008 Palermo, Sicily (D) 
Arrive at Palermo airport and transfer to your hotel by luxury motor-coach. Meet you local guide and enjoy an orientation tour of 
the historical Center of Palermo, including the Cathedral, the Palatine Chapel, and the Royal Palace. Continue to Terrasini,for an 
orientation tour of its secular buildings such as Palazzo D’Aumale, Palazzo Cataldi, Villa Fassini. (Today’s itinerary is pending 
flight schedule.)Return to Palermo. Welcome Dinner at a local restaurant. Overnight Palermo.
Day 3: Friday, November 7, 2008 Terrasini / Cinisi (CB,D) 
Return to Terrasini to visit the Chiesa Madre, dedicated to the patron saint Maria Santissima delle Grazie. Continue on to Cinisi 
where you will have the opportunity to visit the Church consecrated to Santa Fara, patron of the small town , that was built in the 
second half of the 17th century. See most of the original furniture including a valuable mantle decorated with corals and lapis 
lazuli by artists of Trapani, a valuable still - functioning organ, along with various paintings and statues.  Return to Palermo for 
dinner and overnight.                                           
Day 4: Saturday, November 8, 2008 Palermo/ Trapani / Taormina                                     (CB, D)               
Today, depart for Taormina. En route, stop in Partinico to visit the Shrine of Madonna del Ponte. After, continue on to Trapani to 
visit the Santuario dell'Annunziata, where one can find a beautiful 14th century marble statue of the Madonna of Trapani. Next, 
enjoy the breathtaking city of Taormina where you will  take a short walking  tour which includes the spectacular view from the 
Greek Theater. Dinner and overnight Taormina.
Day 5: Sunday, November 9, 2008 Taormina/Rome (CB, L, D)                                     
Transfer to Catania airport for your flight to Rome. Upon your arrival in Rome, transfer by luxury motorcoach to St. Paul 
Outside the Walls to celebrate Mass. Lunch at a local restaurant. Afternoon at your leisure. Dinnerand overnight Rome.                                            
Day 6:Monday, November 10, 2008 Rome (CB,D) 
Celebrate morning Mass at St. Mary Major. Following Mass, enjoy a tour of the St. Sebastian Catacombs full of early paintings, 
graffiti, stuccowork and fine mosaics. In the afternoon, take a Christian Rome Tour and see St. Mary Major, St. John in Lateran,
the Holy Steps and the Holy Cross of Jerusalem, a piece of the true Cross, thorn and nails. Dinner and overnight Rome.          
Day 7: Tuesday, November 11, 2008 Rome (CB, D)                                    
This morning, celebrate private Mass at St. Peter’s Basilica. Remainder of morning at leisure. In the early afternoon, depart for 
Cassino. Visit the beautiful Abbey of Montecassino founded by St. Benedict in 529. Through the ages, the abbey was looked 
upon as a place of holiness, culture and art for which it became renowned on a worldwide level. Dinner at a local restaurant in 
Cassino. Return to Rome for overnight.                          
Day 8: Wednesday, November 12, 2008 Rome                                                            (CB, D) 
Celebrate early Mass at St. John in Lateran, then attend the weekly Papal Audience this morning (pending Pope’s schedule.)
Following the Audience, afternoon at leisure for last minute shopping, one more gelato cone, or a stroll by the Spanish Steps. 
Farwell Dinner at a local restaurant. Overnight Rome.           
Day 9: Thursday, November 13, 2008 Departure for USA                                               (B)                      
Say “arrivederci” to Italy and depart for your transatlantic flight back to the USA.

STATE DEPARTMENT & OTHER AGENCIES: From time to time 
the State Department (www.state.gov) and the Center for Disease Control 
(www.cdc.gov) and other government agencies and departments issue 
travel advisories or warnings for one or more of the destinations that you 
may be visiting on tour.

ROOMS: Tour prices are per person according to a room type: a 
“Single” room is one person in a room and a “Double”is two persons in 
one room. “Triple” rooms are discouraged because of cramped quarters. 
Triples are one double bed with two persons sharing the bed and one 
single bed. Triples are not always available.

CHECKED LUGGAGE: Checked baggage is limited to onebag per 
person. There can be no exceptions.  For most airlines, the one checked 
bag is limited to 50 pounds and 62 inches(length + width + height). If 
these specifications are exceeded, excess charges may be collected by the 
airline at the airport. Do not lock baggage you intend to check in at the 
airport.  Please confirm these specifications when you receive your final 
travel documents, as they can and do change.

CARRY ON LUGGAGE: You may also bring a small carry-on bag that 
will fit under an airline seat and on the small parcel racks of the motor 
coach, which average about 8 inches high by 18 inches deep.  It is best if 
your carry-on bag is soft sided, as the parcel racks on the motor coaches 
are small. Currently, travellers are allowed to transport only small 
amounts of liquids, gels, lotions, aerosols or similar items on their person 
or in their carry-on luggage. Details will be in your final travel 
documents.

GRATUTITIES: Unless otherwise noted as included, gratuities 
for your escort, driver and guides are not included. In Ireland it is 
customary to tip the escort (3) Euros and the driver two (2) Euros 
per person per day.  The tip for the local guides is usually about 
one (1) Euro for half-day tours and two (2) Euros for full day 
tours.

PASSPORT: A valid U.S. Passport is required of all passengers. 
Please apply for your passport immediately as passports are 
taking a long time to process. Make sure to have it in your 
possession at all times while on tour.  It must be valid for 6 
months following the return date of the trip or boarding may 
be denied or entry into the destination may be forbidden. 
Please provide Corporate Travel Service with a copy of the 
inside page of your passport (showing your name and photo) 
at the time of reservation.A colour copy is preferred. 

GROUP AIR: Due to the airlines’ reduced capacity and 
restrictive group reservation terms, group air reservations are 
often difficult to coordinate. The number of connections, length
of layovers, and all conditions surrounding air travel cannot be
guaranteed and may change before departure. Accordingly, if you 
require specific air travel needs and are not flexible concerning 
group air travel, you may wish to consider purchasing a   
Land-Only package and secure your own preferred air 
arrangements. In this case, you must notify Corporate Travel 
Service no less than 120 days before departure, be responsible for 
meeting the group at a specified location and time on the tour, 
and sign a Corporate Travel Service Land Only Waiver.

TRAVEL DOCUMENTS: Unless otherwise notified, Corporate 
Travel Service will mail to you or your group leader a more 
detailed itinerary and General Information Sheet approximately 2
weeks to 10 days before departure. 

ITINERARY: The Itinerary as presented in this brochure is 
tentative and represents what we are planning for you, however it 
is subject to confirmations from many organizations. Because of 
changes in local schedules, we may need to alter specified events, 
dates and/or venues to better fit the overall plan.

HEALTH REQUIREMENTS: Travellers must be medically 
and physically fit for this tour. Most tours require significant
walking, as motor coaches are not permitted to pick up and drop 
off in front of major attractions. Should any special assistance be 
required, traveller agrees to bring a companion capable and 
willing to assist traveller. 

CHILDREN UNDER 18: For a minor under the age of 18 to 
travel out of the United States without both parents or legal 
guardians, a notarised affidavit must be obtained and presented to 
immigration official upon departure and return to the United 
States. You may request a form from our office.
