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Sunday, November 15, 2009 Depart USA

Depart USA via overnight flight on scheduled airline to Tel Aviv, Israel.

Monday, November 16, 2009 Arrive Tel Aviv/Tiberias (D)

Arrive in Tel Aviv and meet your professional tour escort, then transfer by private motor coach to the Hotel in Tiberias.  
This evening enjoy a Welcome Dinner at the hotel.  

Tuesday, November 17, 2009 Mount Tabor/Cana/Nazareth (CB, D) 

Drive to Mount Tabor where Jesus met Moses and Elijah at the Transfiguration.  Then travel to Cana of Galilee where 
married couples will have the chance to renew their wedding vows.  On to Nazareth and celebrate Mass at the Basilica of 
the Annunciation; visit the grotto where the Incarnation began.  Dinner and overnight in Tiberias.

Wednesday, November 18, 2009 Banias/Tabgha/Mount of Beatidudes (CB, D)

Early departure north to Banias (Caesarea Philippi).  Then back down to Tabgha where Jesus multiplied the loaves and 
fishes.  Celebrate Mass at the Church of the Primacy of Peter.  After mass drive to the Mount of Beatitudes where Jesus 
preached the Sermon on the Mount.  Dinner and overnight in Tiberias.

Thursday, November 19, 2009 Capernaum/Sea of Galilee (CB, D)

Walk the banks of the Sea of Galilee and take a boat ride to visit Capernaum with a Mass above St. Peter's houseand see 
the ancient synagogue where Jesus taught about eating his Flesh and Blood.  Next visit Bethsaida and Kursi where the 
demons were cast from the Gadarene.  We will then renew our baptismal vows in the Jordan River either in Yardenit or at 
the authentic site.  Travel through the Jordan Valley to Jerusalem and along the way we will see many biblical places and 
look across to Moses’ Mount Nebo as we pass Jericho through the Judean Wilderness and up to Jerusalem.  Check in at 
the hotel in Jerusalem for the next five nights.  Dinner and overnight in Jerusalem.

Friday, November 20, 2009 Bethlehem/Ein Kerem (CB, D)

Early Mass at Tomb of Christ in the Church of the Holy Sepulchre.  Back for breakfast before we drive to Bethlehem to 
visit the Church of the Nativity and visit the cave where Jesus was born.  After lunch on you own travel to Ein Kerem, the 
birthplace of John the Baptist.  Visit the Church of the Visitation and the Church of St. John the Baptist.  Dinner and 
overnight in Jerusalem.

Saturday, November 21, 2009 Jerusalem (CB, D)

Start with a walking tour of the Old City on our way to the Western Wall and a tour under the wall.   Go back in time to 
“see” the Temple as it was seen by Mary and Jesus. Enter St. Stephen’s Gate and celebrate Mass at the Church of St. 
Anne where Mary was born.  See the Pools of Bethesda where Jesus healed a lame man.  After lunch visit Mount Zion, 
the Church of St. Peter in Gallicantu (“where the cock crowed”) and walk the Roman steps.  Visit the Upper Room 
(Cenacle), Dormition Abbey where Mary “fell asleep” and the Tomb of David.  The rest of the day is for walking and 
shopping in the Old City of Jerusalem.  Dinner and overnight in Jerusalem.

Sunday, November 22, 2009 Mt. of Olives/Garden of Gethsemane (CB, D)

Drive to the Mount of Olives.  Visit the Chapel of the Ascension where Jesus rose into heaven.  Visit the Garden and 
Church of Gethsemane and the Grotto of the Arrest.  Walk the Via Dolorosa (Way of Sorrow) and pray the Stations of 
the Crossending at the Church of the Holy Sepulchre. Farewell dinner this evening and overnight in Jerusalem

Monday, November 23, 2009 Free Day (CB, D)

Free day in Jerusalem to explore on your own and do some last minute souvenir shopping. Pack and get ready for flight 
through the night back home. 

Optional trip: Dead Sea, Qumran and Masada.  Your tour escort will announce the price upon arrival in Israel.

Tuesday, November 24, 2009 Return to USA

Return home from Tel Aviv after a memorable spiritual journey to the Holy Land.

ROOMS: Tour prices are per person according to a room type: a 
“Single” room is one person in a room and a “Double”is two persons in 
one room. “Triple” rooms are discouraged because of cramped quarters. 
Triples are one double bed with two persons sharing the bed and one 
single bed. Triples are not always available. Single rooms are limited in 
Israel and are available first come-first served until the supply is 
exhausted.

CHECKED LUGGAGE: Checked baggage is limited to onebag per 
person. There can be no exceptions.  For most airlines, the one checked 
bag is limited to 50 pounds and 62 inches(length + width + height). If 
these specifications are exceeded, excess charges may be collected by the 
airline at the airport. Do not lock baggage you intend to check in at the 
airport.  Please confirm these specifications when you receive your final 
travel documents, as they can and do change.

CARRY ON LUGGAGE: You may also bring a small carry-on bag that 
will fit under an airline seat and on the small parcel racks of the motor 
coach, which average about 8 inches high by 18 inches deep.  It is best if 
your carry-on bag is soft sided, as the parcel racks on the motor coaches.

GROUP AIR: Due to the airlines’ reduced capacity and 
restrictive group reservation terms, group air reservations are 
often difficult to coordinate. The number of connections, length
of layovers, and all conditions surrounding air travel cannot be
guaranteed and may change before departure.
