Friday, October 9th Transatlantic flight to Warsaw
Today we board our transatlantic flight to Warsaw. Dinner and breakfast served during flight. 
Saturday, October 10th Warsaw (D)
Upon arrival at Chopin Airport,Warsaw, we will be met by our tour guide and transferred to our hotel in the heart of Warsaw, where we will have some 
time for relaxation. This afternoon, celebrate Mass at the Church of St. Stanis
aw Kostka, and visit the tomb of Fr. Jerzy Popie
uszko, chaplain and 
martyr of the Solidarity Movement.  After Mass, tour the museum of Fr. Jerzy Popieluszko.  Next, see the reconstructed Old Town featuring colorful 
houses, art galleries and quaint restaurants.  Afterward, enjoy a festive Welcome Dinner in the Old City.  Overnight Warsaw.
Sunday, October 11th Warsaw (CB)
Today, a city sightseeing tour of the most important sights of the capital city of Poland, which was raised from the ashes of World War II.  Begin tour 
at St. John’s Cathedral where Servant of God, Stefan Cardinal Wyszynski, is buried. Celebrate Mass at the Cathedral. After Mass, continue to the 
Royal Castle Square, which features the magnificent royal residence and Sigmund Column.

Late afternoon, arrive in Czestochowa, the center 
of Poland’s religious life and home of the famous icon of the Black Madonna. Check into hotel. Dinner at the hotel. At 9:00 pm we can participate in 
closing ceremony, which covers the icon for the night. Overnight Czestochowa. 
Tuesday, October 13th  Czestochowa/Auschwitz/Zakopane (CB, D)
In the morning, celebrate Mass at the Icon of the Black Madonna,followed by a guided tour of the Shrine. Then, depart for Auschwitz, the largest 
World War II concentration camp in Europe. Lunch on your own. Then, guided tour of the camp. After, travel to the resort town of Zakopane, located 
on the beautiful mountainside, which was Pope John Paul II’s favorite vacation spot. Check into hotel. End the day with dinner and entertainment by 
the local highlanders, the Górale. Overnight Zakopane. 
Wednesday, October 14th Zakopane/Stawisza/Kraków   (CB)                                                            
This morning, tour of Zakopane with a stop atKrzeptówki, the unique, all-wooden church, built as a gift to Our Lady of Fatima for saving the Holy 
Father from near-fatal assassination attempt in 1981. After, depart for Kraków by way of the little village of Stawisza, hometown of Fr. Król, and meet 
the villagers. Celebrate a Polish/English Mass in the village church. Then, continue to Kraków for check-in and dinner on your own. Overnight 
Kraków.
Thursday, October 15th Kraków                                                               (CB, D)       
In the morning, celebrate Mass at the Mariacki Church.After Mass, possibility of an audience with Stanis
aw Cardinal Dziwisz, the Archbishop of 
Kraków, and former secretary of John Paul II. Remainder of day at leisure to explore the shops, churches, sights and sounds of Kraków. Dinner tonight 
at the famous fourteenth century restaurant, “Wierzynek,” where kings and presidents have dined. Overnight Kraków. 
Friday, October 16th                                            Kraków (CB)                             
Today, celebrate the 31st anniversary of the historic election of Karol Cardinal Wojty
a, Archbishop of Kraków, to the papacy. This morning, visit the 
Wawel Hill and Cathedral, to see the tombs of St. Stanislaw and St. Hedwig, as well as the final resting places of Polish kings, poets and national 
heroes.  Wawel Cathedral where John Paul II was ordained a priest and celebrated his first Mass, was also his cathedral as Archbishop of Kraków.
Attend the opening of the Witt Stwosz altarat the Mariacki Church (St. Mary’s Church). Lunch on your own in one of the restaurants at the Main 
Square. Next, travel to the tomb of St. Faustina Kowalska, where we will celebrate Mass and pray the Divine Mercy Novena. Tour of the convent and 
the Basilica of the Divine Mercy, which was consecrated by the Servant of God John Paul II during his last trip to Poland. Dinner tonight on your own. 
Remember: in Poland Friday is a day of abstinence but you can enjoy many good meatless dishes.  Overnight Kraków. 
Saturday, October 17th Kraków/ Wadowice/ Wieliczka/Kraków                                                             (CB, D)
In the morning, travel to Wadowice, the birthplace and hometown of Pope John Paul II. Visit his house, now a museum (The house will be under 
renovation in 2009 and may be closed to visitors. Tour is pending confirmation.)Celebrate our Mass in the Basilica of the Presentation of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary and see the baptismal font where John Paul II was baptized. Lunch on your own. Afterwards, continue on to the famous salt 
mine of Wieliczka, known for its beautiful and unique underground constructions made of salt. Then, return to hotel in Kraków, for some free time for 
shopping or relaxation. Tonight, dinner in the medieval-style restaurant, the “Chlopskie Jadlo”.Overnight Kraków.
